Example:  Based on $100,000 invested beginning of 2008 and kept in strategy through 2009 and rebalanced upon a drift of 20% in an asset category.  Management fee’s of .75% and trading costs of $9.99 per trade have been deducted.  This example is in now way meant to be an example of past performance of Blue Ocean Portfolio’s or The Financial Coach but is designed to show how a portfolio using exactly the same ETF accounts which are low cost, diversified, appropriately asset allocated and rebalanced based on our allocation triggers would have performed.  This example is designed to show investors that understanding their risk at the beginning of investing and maintaining their allocations through good and bad are essential to the investing experience.
